THE COURT HEREBY ORDERS THAT: 

1) The identification documents listed above, as well as those specifically listed on Exhibit “A”, if such Exhibit is 

attached to this Order, shall be impounded by the Clerk of the Circuit Court so long as the original case file is 

maintained.  

2) The impounded material shall not be accessed or viewed by anyone. However, a Judge or Clerk of the Court may 

view the impounded material if required in connection with their official duties.
